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21) Free ERP Certification Course for students and faculty Maharashtra College

The Training and Placement Cell of Maharashtra College has started functioning with a very
clear objective of ensuring a higher placement record and a better reach to the students of the
college. To facilitate this objective, an ‘ERP Programme’ was started from 24 October 2019 to
10 November in our college itself and the resource person was Mr Zubair Shaikh. Enterprise
Resource Planning. It is also known as Employee Resource Planning. ERP systems streamline
workflow at a firm or an enterprise. Directly and indirectly, it boosts productivity and revenue!

ERP training program in our college and was made up of multiple modules. Each
module deals with relevant topics.

On an
average, each module cost anywhere around 35-50K INR. But for the students of Maharashtra
College the course was completely free of cost. This program was conducted by a consultancy
in Mumbai and trainer Mr Zubair Shaikh having a very vast experience in conducting such type

of program in corporate and education institute.

The intensive training is followed by an exam, which awards the Certification to those
who pass. Primarily, this training program will help students find a job in many business firms,
enterprises and corporate firms using ERP system. This course was successfully conducted
with 25 students in first batch.
